The applica�on includes a list of the projects the student was engaged in and a short essay about 

the life lessons learned with the project. The deadline for the completed applica�on is March 31, 2020.

To be eligible, the student or the parent is an ac�ve 

patron member of United Coopera�ve; the student must a9end an accredited college, university, or technical 

school in 2019-2020; and the student must maintain a GPA of 2.0 or above on a 4.0 scale at their chosen school.

C) A minimum of four consecu�ve years in 

the 4-H Horse & Pony  Project (regular member or horseless horse).  D) Applicants must a9end an accredited, post

-secondary school/program.  E) Applicants may pursue any major.  All scholarship forms and le9ers of reference 

must be postmarked by March 1.
